Contraté
los serviclos de wm muchache de wes 13 a 14
afios para que trajerz agua del rfo, barriera
la casa y syudara a la cocinera, culdara de
la alimsntacién de mis dos mulas, ete, por 1a
remmeracifn de diez bolivarss mensusies més
sus tres comldas. En total mis gastos se elsg
vaban - créalo o no = a la muy importante can
tidad de 120 bolfivares mensuales, cubriendo
alquiler, alumbrade (kercsene y velas de es-
perma), comida para tres personas y vara doa
mulas, suslde para el muchacho, carbin o lefia
para la cocina y los exbtras qus nupeca faltan
en inma casa, La variedad ds frutas no era
grande; se consiguian duraznos grandes, cam=
bures regulares, msngos y naranjas muy buenas
estas filtimas tratf de comprarlas en las ha-
clendas de café y me dijieron gque no las ven-
dfan gue mandara el muchach o & buscar todas
laa gue qQuisiera. Hoy no se consiguen, pues
todas las que producen estin contratadas con
los camioneros gue las compran para 1levarlas
para Caracas,

Between the years 1904 and 1506 1 stopped
in Bocond and staysd there quite a long while
on three difference occasions. The firat time
I stayed in a2 fairly nice hotel, if we judge

ts guality by what wes available at that time.
Since the beef from the local cattle was rather .
tough, I asked the hotel keeper to serve me
chicken for my meals each day, The innkeeper
agreed to do so if I would pay the added cost
of the chiekens which was Cne Bolivar each.
Needless to =zay, I accepted the of far gladly
end from then on tasted chicken prepared in
every way lmaginable, I exhausted the town's
supply of chickena and even acquired the nicke
name of "The Fox, Bince it was necessary to
go out inte the sountry to buy it, thare were
times when the innkeeper could not find a
chicken for ms every day, and cn those days

I had to be content with camned sardines or
salmon, One day I was served a chicken whose
skin was completely black, When I protested,
the innkeeper told me Lo eat it with complete
confidence for those chickens had more "sub-
stance" (we would say they had more vitamins
and wers more nutritious today) ard that they
were especially scught for nursing mothers to
eat, I told him that I most certeinly could
not be considered in that category, and I re=
fused to eat that type of fowl then or any
time since,

My second stay in Becond was more prolonged
because I was ccnvalescing from pneumonia, and
I went to Bocond accompanied by a negress who
had served in my home for more than twenbty
years. J1 bought two cots and borrowed from
friends a table, two or three chairs and a
few other things. With all this, I furnished
a house which I rented for the ineredible amm
of twenty bolivarss a mmth. The house had a
kitehen;, dining room, parlor; four bedrooms,

a carriage shed with stalls faor four horses,

and & big yard, I hired a boy about fourteen
years old to bring the water from the river,
gweep the house, help the cock, feed and care
for my mules, ete. For wagea I peid him ten
bolivares a month plus room amd board. My to=
tal expenses reached — believe it or not - the
stupendous sum of Bs 120 per month which covered
rent, lighting expense (wax candles and kero—
!mesp fond for three people amd two mules,
wages for the help, firewcod or charceal for
the kitehen and the many extra thinga one always
needs in the home, The choice of fruits was not
very large. Ome could find big peaches, average
bananas, and &xcellent mangoes and oranges. At
firast I tried to buy the oranges at the coffeas
plantations; but the ownsrs told me that they
did not sell them, I could serd the boy to pieck
up all we needed. Today the oranges cannot be
found because they are all bought vp by truck
drivers who haul them to Caracas,

Other prices of that time appsar today hardly
believable; pirame chesses welghing about a pownd
each were sold for 75 cénblmos; today they are
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valfan Bs 0,75 y hoy en dfa Bs 2,50 a Bs 3.00 hue-
vos a UN eentavo ¥ asi todo en proporeidn., Les
agmtes viajeros encontraban alojamiento con
comida para &1 y su asistente, con pasebre para
las mulas, pero sin pasto ni mafz para Bstas,
por 6 a & bolivares diarics; en wna o dos pobla
ciones existfan comerciantes alemanes que ecobra
ban 3s 20.00 diarios por este servicio, pero ha-
bia que reccnocer que las comodidades eran muy
supericores a las que se encontraban en ia gene-
ralidad de las posadas, perc siempre sin sala
de bafio, puss &sta no se conocis en aguella épo
e en los Estados Andinos, ni en 1a mayor parte
de loz otros del interior del pais.

Los precics bajos en aquellces afios no eren
exclusividad de Los Andes, pues en Maracaibo wma
buena cocinera ganaba ds Bs 16 a Bs 20 al mes,
una lavandera o una sirvienta de dentre llegaba
a Bs #; las muchachas jbvenssz, que se aceptaban
como eprendices, asl como Jas indias, sflo ten-
fan derecho a sus tres comidas, su habitacibn y
sug vestidos y rapatos. Es bueno tener en cuen
ta qus as{ como los gastos eran muy bajos, asi
eran tarbifn muy bajos los sueldes de los emple
ados de comerelc ¥ los honorarics ds los profe-
sionales: 1un médico — por ejemple — cobraba scla
mente Bs L a Bs & por visita a domiellie., Todo
era relative y estaba compensade.

Bs 2.50 or Bs 3.00 each. Epgs were five céntimos
each, and everything else was proportiocnately
priced, A traveling salesman could find room
and bozrd for hirself and his assistant, plus
shelter but no feed for the mules, for Bs 6 or
Bs 8 a day. In one or two of the towns, there
were (erman innkeepera who charged Bs 20 for

the same services, but one should remember that
the comforts provided in the latter inns were
above average., It must be pointed out that
there were no bathroem facilities inecluded for
the prises quoted, for bathrooms were unimown
at that time in the Andes as well as in mocst
places in the interior of the comtry.

The low prices of that era were not exclu-
sively in the Andes, In Maracaibo a good cook
earned from Bs 16 to B3 18 a month, A laundress
or chambermaid would receive Bs 8 a month,

Young girls who worked as apprentices, alse
indian girls, received only their rooms, board,
dresses and shoes for pay. One should remember,
though, that if expenses wers low, so were the
employees! salaries and professional fees., A
physician, for instance; charged only Bs /. to Bs a8
for making a house call. Everything was rela-
tive and accounted for.
